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 Tepoztlan, village in Mexico. By Oscar Lewis, New York, Henry Holt
 and Company, 1960, 103 pp., $1.25 (Broche).

 Ce petit volume fait partie d'une collection qui se propose de publier
 des etudes de cas en anthropologie culturelle: c'est le cinquieme de cette
 collection. Ces courtes monographies veulent fournir aux etudiants, a un
 prix abordable, une initiation aux etudes plus longues et plus documentees
 qui paraissent sous d'autres formes. Tepoztlan, comme on le saiit, est devenu
 un village celebre en anthropologic depuis que Robert Redfield l'avait etudie
 en 1926-1927 et Oscar Lewis lui-meme en 1943; Redfield a fait paraitre son
 volume en 1930 et Lewis en 1951. C'est un des rares cas ou la meme
 communaute a ete etudiee a differentes periodes, par des auteurs differents
 et qui ont publie les resultats de leurs enquetes. L'etude dont il est question
 ici ne reflete en rien ce qui avait rendu le village celebre: les divergences de
 point de vue des deux auteurs et les conclusions auxquelles Tun et l'autre
 etaient arrives. On se demande alors si ce petit volume remplit bien son
 role d'initiateur; on n'y voit aucune trace de discussions theoriques et methodo
 logiques qui se sont elevees autour des deux volumes originaux: celui-ci est
 purement descriptif et se contente de resumer ce que les autres volumes
 contenaient; un mince chapitre parle des changements survenus au Mexique
 et a Tepoztlan de 1943 a 1957.

 Ce petit volume n'ajoutera rien non plus aux connaissances des spe
 cialistes. II faut, semble-t-il, reserver son jugement sur l'utilite d'une pareille
 entreprise.

 The Tiwi of North Australia. C.W.M. Hart and Arnold R. Pilling.
 New York: Henry Holt and Company. 1969, IX, 118 pp., maps, tables,
 illustrations. (Paperbound).

 The Tiwi of North Australia by C.W.M. Hart and Arnold R. Pilling
 is one of a series of case studies in cultural anthropology under the general
 editorship of George and Louis Spindler, which includes such tides as "Being
 a Palavan" by H.G. Barnett, "Bunyoro: An African Kingdom" by John
 Beattie, "The Cheyennes: Indians of the Great Plains" by E. Adamson Hoebel,
 "Tepoztlan: Village in Mexico" by Oscar Lewis.

 C.W.M. Hart, presently on the staff of Istanbul University, did field
 work among the Tiwi during 1928 and 1929. In the first four chapters
 Professor Hart outlines the essential aspects of traditional Tiwi social or
 ganization. The all important problem of the circulation of women receives
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 preferential treatment. Tiwi culture recognizes several ways of securing a
 mate: mariage by betrothal, widow remarriage, levirate, sororate, and cross
 cousin marriage. The prestige and influence system is based upon the number
 of females controlled by a man: old Ki-in-kumi had 21 wives while a
 number of younger men had one! After an examination of the basic kinship
 and socio-economic units Professor Hart brilliantly describes the functioning
 of the Tiwi family system.

 Professor Pilling restudied Tiwi culture as a Fulbright Fellow in 1953
 and 1954. In the last chapters he summarizes the socio-cultural changes
 that place among the Tiwi, both before and after Professor Hart's journey.

 Most interesting are his observations on the way foreigners have utilized the
 native marriage system in order to reshape the native culture.

 This is a study in social relations and social change. Students interested
 in the functioning of social systems will greatly benefit by reading it.
